Tip Of the Week
  

A Quick Tip For Parent Coaches
For all of our KCFC parents who are coaching siblings etc in rec leagues (and perhaps as a reminder to all of us), there's a coaching and P.E. axiom worth remembering - ALWAYS FINISH ON A GOOD DEMO. 

 

It is important not to talk too much when coaching (especially in practices) as kids want to play and not stand and listen to our voices.  However, after quickly describing the drill or activity you want the players to perform, you should provide them with a quick visual demonstration.   

 

For example, if you are working on shooting, tell the kids the best shot is a low drive to the back post.  Then have a go.  

 

If, during your demonstration, you are able to strike a great shot that flies about a foot off the ground and hits the side netting in-between the far post and the net station............don't try it again.  Let the kids go off impressed with your awesome ability as you know the next time you try it the ball will sail over the cross bar!

 

So don't forget - Finish on a good demo.
